TireServicelLife

The servicelife of your tiresis dependent
on many factors, including, but not limited
to, riding habits, road conditions, vehicle
loading, tire pressure, maintenance history,
speed, and environmental conditions (even
when the tires are not in use).

In addition to your regular inspections and
tire pressure maintenance, it is
recommended that you have annual

inspections performed once the tires reach
5yearsold. Itisaso recommended that all
tires be removed from service after 10
years from the date of manufacture,
regardless of their condition or state of
wear.

Thelast four digitsof the TIN (tire
identification number) (1) are found on
the sidewall of thetire, and indicate the
date of manufacture.

Thetireidentification number (TIN) isa
group of numbers and letters that look like
the following example. The TIN islocated
on the sidewall of thetire.
