If you must ride with a temporary
tire repair, ride slowly and
carefully and do not exceed 30
mph (50 km/h) until the tire is

permanently repaired or replaced.

Due to the uncertainty of any temporary
repair, you should ride slowly (not over
30 mph, 50 km/h) and carefully
(preferably without a passenger or cargo)
until thetireisreplaced or permanently

repaired. Stop frequently and check the air
pressure. If thetireislosing pressure, it
may be unsaf e to continueriding. Asthe
tire getslow, it will affect the handling of
your motorcycle (especially with a
passenger and cargo), and it may overheat
and blow out.
